When you arrive at the theatre: 

Junior school (Parent & Tot, Creative Movement, Pre Ballet, Pre Primary, Primary,  Beginner Jazz and Beginner Hip 
Hop) 1 guardian & dancers please follow a volunteer to your assigned classroom (dressing room).   Your costumes bags 
will be in your classroom under your class name.  After the show leave the costumes in your named bag in your 
classroom (Don’t forget a change of clothes!)

Lower & Upper School (Grade 1 & up) dancers follow volunteers to your assigned classroom.  Guardians may leave & 
return for show time. Volunteers only in the “backstage” area.  Bring your Costumes (named bags given out during class 
times). Check them a few nights before to make sure you have everything you need!  To keep your costumes organized: a 
labeled, large clear zip loc bag is always useful to help keep bits together! Always bring your uniform bodysuit, tights and 
shoes! Leave your costumes in your named bag in the classroom after the performance. Come with hair & light 
makeup done as there are limited areas for this activity.  No jewelry, nail polish & bring a change of clothes to go home in!
